Weather 

Bangkok being  a tropical city, the 
weather   is gene rally  warm throughout 
the year , with temperature s ra nging  from 
25 to 35c . 

Þ March - May   

April and May are relatively  warme r 
than other  periods  of the year, with the 
temperature reach ing  its peak  in April.  

Þ October  ï February   

This is the most pleasant time  of year, 
where temperatures  range from 25 -28c 
with light breezes and only the 
occasional shower.  

Þ June ï September  

A cooler time of year with some rain.
